possible.

CLASS ATTENDANCE POLICY:

e Arriving to class more than 10 minutes late will count as an absence. (Mandatory school events, that count as a grade, that were discussed with

teachers ahead of time will not count as an absence)

e Dancers can have up to 3 absences per class/rehearsal per semester.
e After 3 absences dancers will be asked to have a private lesson in order to make up for what they missed or will be removed from a portion of a

dance. Private lessons are $25 and 30 minutes long.

COMPANY PARTY FEE: All Company dancers will have a Back To Dance party, Halloween party, Christmas party, competition parties before each
Regional competition, sister bonding parties and more! In order to keep contributions from each dancer fair, we will be assessing a $25 Company Party
Fee. We love to make our dancers feel special and have fun with their teammates!

COMPETITIONS: Dancers must be willing to participate in three regional competitions. All fees will be due three to four months prior to the scheduled
competition dates. We will select three Competitions in the Kansas City area. Once all of the dates are available for the season we will determine where
the dancers will compete. If you have any date conflicts in 2025, please be sure to let us know when you fill out your registration form!

e ltis a possibility that our dances may compete on Thursday, Friday, Saturday and/or Sunday.

e We will receive the competition schedule approximately one week before the competition date.

All rehearsals the week before a Competition weekend are mandatory. The only excused absences would be the following: illness, family
emergency, church activity(ex.Confirmation) school activity that requires attendance for a grade(ex.band concert or choir concert.) School
- sporting / cheer / dance team activities and spray tans are not an excused absence. If you miss a mandatory rehearsal the week prior to
a competition you will be removed from a portion of a competition dance of the faculty's choice for that competition. Every effort will be
made to accommodate scheduling conflicts if the faculty is notified before the rehearsal schedule is posted. No refunds will be given if a
dancer is completely removed from the dance.

Attendance at scheduled competitions is MANDATORY. If a dancer chooses not to attend a scheduled competition, he or she will be
removed from the Performance Company for the remainder of the season. (lliness and family emergencies are excused absences.)
Please notify a faculty member if your dancer is unable to compete due to an excused absence. No refunds for costumes or entry fees will
be given. Awards ceremonies are mandatory at all competitions.

**SPECIAL NOTE** AWARDS CEREMONIES ARE A TEAM ASPECT THAT IS MANDATORY. ANY DANCER WHO DOES NOT STAY
FOR THEIR AWARDS CEREMONY WILL BE REMOVED FROM A PORTION OF OUR ALL COMPANY PRODUCTION. ILLNESS AND
FAMILY EMERGENCIES ARE EXCUSED.

CONCERT DATES AND FEES:




COSTUMES: The costume fee for EACH Performance Company competition costume will be between $125-$175. This will include any accessories and
hairpies needed. Rhinestones will be an additional $10-$25. You will be responsible for rhinestoning your dancer's costume or you may pay one of the
faculty members to help you. Additional fees apply if you choose to have someone else rhinestone your dancer's costume!

e Costume fees will be broken down into two or three separate payments:
o June 1st - A costume deposit of $200 per Performance Company Jazz dancer is due.
o July 1st - A costume deposit of $100 per Performance Company Hip Hop Crew dancer is due.
o October-March - Once each costume is finalized, dancers will be billed for the remainder of their costume expenses. You will receive an
email when your costume fee has been applied to your account. Balances are due upon receipt.
June Concert Costume fees are due on November 15th.
Costumes cannot be taken home until they are paid for. No exceptions.

CONVENTIONS: We do not require our Performance Company Dancers to attend a Convention, however we would like to strongly encourage you to
take advantage of this wonderful opportunity! The Convention weekend consists of 2-3 days of classes in all the different styles of dance and are taught
by some of the most talented choreographers across the country. The Performance Company dancers that have attended in the past have not only
learned a lot from the classes but have made memories with their teammates that will last a lifetime! This may require the dancers to travel out of the
Topeka area and spend the night in a hotel.

PARENT ROLES
e Our studio is a drama free zone. Parents are expected to be supportive, respectful, and courteous to all studio dancers, their teachers and their
families at all times. This studio will not tolerate rudeness, jealousy, resentment, or disrespect to any fellow studio member, their family, or the
teachers.

Teach your child that there is always going to be someone better than they are

Give a hand to those who may be behind or struggling
Stand firmly behind the teaching staff
